ADMISSION POLICIES

· Open to current & incoming Westminster school & church families March 5th for children ages 2.5 - age 6 who have completed Kindergarten.

· Open to returning campers March 17th .
· On March 24th registration will be open to all interested families.  

· Enrollment is based on a first come basis.

· The youngest class (ages 2½ - 3) meets Monday - Friday from 9:00-12:00.

· All other classes meet Monday - Friday from 9:00-2:00.

· Children enrolled in full day camps 9:00 – 2:00 must be fully independent with toileting & all hygiene needs.
· WPPK reserves the right to limit class size and/or cancel classes if a minimum is not met.

· If a WPPK family has an unpaid balance or pending balance, the balance must be processed in full before camp placements can be reserved.

· For non WPPK families, the Emergency Medical Release form must be completed and notarized along with a copy of driver’s license and health insurance. (Mrs. Rowland is a notary)
FEES

· 9:00-12:00 class fee is $325.00 per week (this includes a Campus Security Fee)
· 9:00-2:00 class fee is $475.00 per week (this includes a Campus Security Fee)
· Camp fees will be billed through FACTS for enrolled WPPK families.

· The camp fee per session per child is necessary to reserve a place for your child. 
· If a refund is requested in writing two weeks prior to the first day of the session in which your child is enrolled and we can fill that space, the pre-paid tuition will be refunded.
· There are no refunds for missed days.

· There are no refunds once the weekly session begins.

· Non WPPK families will need to submit the registration fee and payment within one week of signing up or that spot will be released. 

FOOD

· Everyone brings a lunch.  No drink is necessary as water is served to all children.  There is no refrigeration or heating available.
·   You will be notified before camp begins if your child is in a “nut-free” or allergy aware classroom.

CARPOOL

· We will unload children at 9:00 through carpool.
· All classes will dismiss through carpool.
· If arriving after 9:15 please call the office and a staff member will meet you at the door.
